Wyoming - Fremont County, WY documenting statewide
weed distribution

Montana — no statewide weed mapping effort yet, but
has identified the need

GYA - Data comes in agency/county specific formats
every year, but all include eleven common NAWMA
flelds which can be consolidated into one common,
web accessible GYA-wide database

As new areas are surveyed, new species are detected
or target species added; the database iIs updated.



How do we make this information available to
everyone and useful in the effort to manage
noxious weeds in the GYA?

* Provide the information to everyone no matter what their
geographical location

* View the distribution of various species
— Early Detection/Rapid Response

« Help Agencies/WMAs/Private landowners gather their data and
format it in a way it can be shared

e Share information about successes/projects

 Enable everyone to be able to print maps without having to
have GIS training and software

The home page is open to the public. At the top is the 2 images, one of the
boundary and one of all the infestations. These are available to print out for
reports and other uses.



There is the option of an
interactive map. It is
password protected.

Layers can be turned on or off.
You can zoom into specific areas.
Print out maps to be used however necessary.



Weeds are broken into three categories. New invaders, Area-specific new
Invaders, and broadscale invaders. Each species has a link of it's own

surveys

e Possibly adding the certified gravel pits to an
Interactive map similar to the weed maps
